Foster City Youth Softball Association

a California Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation
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SECTION 1

This organization shall be known as the Foster City Youth Softball Association, hereinafter referred to
as the “Association”.

SECTION 2

The principal address for the transaction of the activities and affairs of the Association is P.O. Box
4211, Foster City, CA. 94404

ARTICLE Il - OBJECTIVES

SECTION 1

The objective of the Association shall be to operate a nonprofit girls fast pitch softball league. In doing
so, the Association will develop, direct and promote the sport of girls fast pitch softball to ensure
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maximum participation, optimal performance and educational excellence of youth participants, and will
seek to implant in children of the community the ideals of good sportsmanship, honesty, loyalty,
courage, leadership and respect for authority. The attainment of exceptional athletic skill and the
winning of games will be secondary objectives, with the molding of future citizens of prime importance.

SECTION 2

To achieve this objective, the Association will provide a supervised softball program structured under
the rules and regulations of the Amateur Softball Association of America (also known as the ASA or
USA Softball) and/or similar youth fast pitch softball programs.

SECTION 3

This corporation is organized and will be operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes
within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code 501(c) (3), or corresponding section of any future
federal tax code.

The property of this corporation is irrevocably dedicated to charitable and educational purposes and
no part of the net income or assets of the corporation shall ever inure to the benefit of any director,
officer or member thereof or to the benefit of any private person. Upon the dissolution or winding up
of the corporation, its assets remaining after payment, or provision for payment, of all debts and
liabilities of this corporation shall be distributed to a nonprofit fund, foundation or corporation which is
organized and operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes and which has
established its tax exempt status under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or
corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE lll - MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 1

Eligibility. Any person sincerely interested in active participation to further the objective of this
Association may apply to become a Member.

SECTION 2
Classes. There shall be the following two classes of Members:

(a) Player Members. Any player candidate meeting the requirements of the Association Bylaws and
the Rules and Regulations shall be eligible to compete for participation. Player Members shall have
no rights, duties or obligations in the management or in the property of the Association.

(b) Regular Members. Any adult person actively interested in furthering the objectives of the
Association may become a Regular Member upon election and payment of dues (if applicable) as
hereinafter provided. Only Regular Members in good standing are eligible to vote at General
Membership Meetings. All Officers, Board Members, Managers, Coaches and other elected or
appointed officials must be active Regular Members in good standing. Regular Members of the
league automatically include all current Managers, Coaches, Board Members, Officers of the Board
and any other person who is recognized by the Board as a current volunteer in the Association.

(c) As used hereinafter, the word "Member" shall mean a Regular Member unless otherwise stated.
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
